Dear Honourable members ! -INCE Co-operative Society

Thanks to the representatives who unanimously approved all the agendas introduced in the General Body Of the
representatives held on 28-03-2024 (Thursday) and made successful. We bring to the notice of the members the
suggestions made by some members as well as the representatives. It is suggested to increase the monthly DBF
subscription and the benefit. This scheme has been implemented for about two years. After examining its implementation for
some more time, an appropriate decision will be taken regarding the increase in financial assistance. Some members
viewed that it would be good to introduce education loans. We told them that the society already granting Short Term(ST)
loans to meet such purposes. Some members viewed increasing the number of office calendars given by the society for
every new year, to increase the assistance given through medical aid for chronic health problems and to consider the
procedure of disbursement of loans to members through the NEFT method. All these will be looked into deeply and the board
of management will take appropriate decisions and inform the members. Some of the members have raised doubts about
the General body report and all doubts are clarified.

According to the Co-operative societys Act, two General Bodies should be conducted in a year. It is the
responsibility of the elected representatives to inform members about financial transactions and general body decisions.
Attendance of representatives in the General body should increase. Therefore, members and representatives are requested
to discuss this and give appropriate suggestions to us.

You are aware that since last 31 years we have been running accident insurance scheme to provide financial support
to our society members and their family members in case of accidental death. We regret to inform you that one of the
members of our society Shri.K.Gopi Krishna, GL No.17294,CIN NO.86801,CM,MPM, ND(V), his spouse expired in a road
accident and accident insurance claim amounts to Rs. 10,00,000/- cheque was handed over to the a member who is nominee
by Shri T N ROY,CAO,CCPO,HQENC. Special thanks to Honorable CCPO and New India Insurance Company for
supporting. We also regret to inform that some of our members of our society Shri E Bhaskara Rao, GL NO. 21475, EMP
NO. 23313, C NO. 01PN, MPS, ND(V) and Shri O.SHIVA KUMAR, GL NO. 22371,EMP NO. 22654, C NO.11, FAB, ND(V)
were passed away in accidents. All the documents required for their insurance claim are yet to be submitted. In the financial
year 2023-24 there were two claims in respect of Rs 20,00,000/- policy and one claim for Rs 10,00,000/- lakh policy. Atotal
of Rs.50,00,000/- is yet to be payable from the insurance company. Out of which already Rs. 10,00,000/- was paid. Our
Society’s paid net premium for the financial year 2023-24 is Rs.54,86,072/- Taxes paid to the Central Govt Rs.9,87,493/ Total
premium of Rs.64,73,565/- paid to the insurance company.

The accident insurance premium has been enhanced for the financial year 2024-25, taking the sum of the last three
years of claims. The board of management of the society has informed in writing about the amount of premium paid by the
society from the last 10 years till date, as well as the claims received from the society and the claims paid by the insurance
company so far. In the past the average claims were less than what we paid. In addition to the details, we brought to the
knowledge of the Regional General Manager about the association with New India Insurance Company from past 31 years
and the services provided by the society to the members. We appealed to continue the old premium amount. After taking into
consideration of 3 claims and discussions held with them a quotation was received with premiums for the member Rs. 833/,
Spouse Insurance Premium Rs. 233/-, Dependent Children insurance premium is Rs. 168/-, Dependent Parents insurance
premium is Rs. 185/-. We all know that the premium we pay is decided by the insurance claims. After looking into the overall
situation, the management is of the opinion that the accident insurance should be continued with the public sector company this
year as well. Accident insurance can also be taken for family members as shown in the table backside. f f

provided through the mediclaim policy has been restricted. In
this context, the expenses actually incurred by us are not being paid in full with regard to the amount claimed. We have to pay
lakhs of rupees bills for minor illnesses. Due to this the utilization of Rs.20,000/- mediclaim policy is very less. Instead of this,
the board of management is of the opinion that it would be better for Rs.1,00,000/- policy.

This Personal Accident Insurance Scheme will come into effect from 16-04-2024 and Mediclaim policy Scheme
from 22-04-2024. The existing membership in this scheme will be renewed. New entrants and withdrawals should inform
the society by written application on or before 10-04-2024. Application forms are available with Board of Directors and at
the Society.
